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Ipact course on monitoring and evaluation of maternal and neonatal health programmes
The purpose of the course is to strengthen skills in monitoring and evaluation of national and sub-national programme managers, i.e. those responsible at central or regional level for implementing MNH programmes in their country.

Programme managers work in close collaboration with other organisations such as UN agencies and national and international NGOs so health programme officers and advisers of these organisations are included as priority participants in the course.

Country groups

Where possible, each participant should be a member of a country group, selected to represent the national MNH community. An ideal country group comprises national MNH officers, supported by one or two representatives of an agency that supports them and a representative at the sub-national level who can contribute practical experience of programme management

Country groups should comprise about five professionals. Examples of participants include:

· head of the national MNH programme, accountable for programme progress and programme development;

· MNH specialist in the MoH with authority to influence change in the national/regional strategy;

· maternal / neonatal / reproductive health programme officer of an influential national or international NGO or a UN agency ;

· personnel with responsibility for overseeing and developing the national MNH health management information system, for data analysis and interpretation.

Selection criteria for participants

All participants must have the following:
· ease of use of the course language 

· knowledge of basic biostatistics and epidemiology

· capacity to analyse data with a common software such as Excel
A selection panel will look favourably on applications from country groups comprising four or five people involved in MNH at a national or sub-national level, as described above.
